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The Access and Equity for Striving Scholars Scholarship was created by members of the faculty at the State 
University of New York at Old Westbury to provide scholarships for those students who experience 
significant financial need but are not eligible for state and federal financial aid programs. 
 
Students who receive scholarships must meet the following requirements: 
 

 A minimum GPA of 85-90 for incoming students or 3.0 GPA and above for continuing 
undergraduates 

 A minimum of two letters of recommendation from teachers, administrators, guidance, staff, and/or 
community members   

 Be accepted to enter or be a continuing student at SUNY Old Westbury 
 
Applicants will be evaluated based on the following criteria: 
 

 Demonstration of academic excellence and strength of recommendations 

 Shows evidence of financial need that cannot be met by state or federal funding 

 Other factors may include student perseverance through personal struggle, limits on their ability to 
pay for school via family, or their own ability to work, etc. may also be taken into consideration
