2017-18 Scholarship Program 
 

This $2,500 scholarship is made available through the generosity of Teachers Federal Credit 
Union and its members across Long Island in memory of Nicholas Maletta.  Mr. Maletta was a 
board member of Teachers Federal Credit Union for nearly two decades.  A Fulbright scholar with a 
master's degree from Columbia University, he taught Latin and Spanish in Bayport−Blue Point 
schools from 1954 to 1971. His professional activities included advisory positions with the New York 
City Board of Education and Educational Testing Services, Princeton. After retirement, he spent 24 
years as a board member of the state teacher’s retirement system, often advising teachers about 
retirement plans.  Mr. Maletta served as a Captain in the United States Army.  He was an avid 
traveler exploring exotic locations around the globe. 
 
Students applying for this award must meet the following criteria and/or complete the following 
information: 

 Must be enrolled in a degree program of the School of Business to be eligible  

 Must be a graduate of a Long Island (Nassau/Suffolk) high school. 

 For purposes of initial eligibility and retention, the student must possess an overall 3.0 GPA.  

 Financial need must be demonstrated. 

 Must be registered as a current full-time matriculated student at Old Westbury.  
 Must submit an original essay, 500 words minimum, on the following: 

Describe the most challenging obstacle you have faced, what you did  
to overcome it, and what you have learned from the experience. 

The applicant’s essay/submission is an essential factor in selecting scholarship recipients. 
The Committee will judge essays/submissions on both theme and composition 
(development of ideas with appropriate detail and examples, overall organization, 
paragraphing, etc.). 
 

Application Due:  Friday, August 4, 2017. 
Applications must be post-marked or dropped off by the end of the business day.  Incomplete and 
late applications will not be accepted.  You may drop off your applications and the related required 
material to the Office of Institutional Advancement, room H-425 Campus Center or mail to:
