Make the Grade! 

 You are eligible for campus housing only if you are in good academic standing -  
      2.0 Cumulative OW GPA or above  

 If you are concerned about a course, then discuss it with the faculty and the earlier the better. 
 Please note:  Exceptions ARE NOT automatically approved if you fall under a 2.0 cumulative 

OW GPA to stay in housing. Students looking for assistance must go through the First Year 
Office (for freshmen in their first semester at OW) and Academic Advising (for transfers in their 
first semester at OW).
